NATO wants to make war a permanent 
state of affairs. The federal government of 
Germany also aims to reintroduce mandatory 
military or “community” service. Officially, 
the German state aparatus says they want 
“cohesion” but in reality the continuing 
armament madness has a sinister goal: 
German society is supposed to not only 
tolerate war but be actively involved in 
it – whether with weapons, on the assem-
bly line, or in discourse. In this process, 
armament and war rhetoric are systemati-
cally played off against social rights: While 
hospitals are closing and social benefits 
are being cut, billions are being spent on 
tanks, drones, munitions, and genocide. 
The stock market value of corporations is 
skyrocketing.

This is class politics: political practice 
in the interest of the ruling class, using 
military means. War – whether in Gaza, 
Ukraine or elsewhere – is becoming the 
new normal. And this new normality is en-
forced with violence: through investments 
in the surveillance apparatus, through 
media propaganda, through repression of 
anti-genocide and anti-war protests. 
Resisting this development is not an ab-
stract gesture of solidarity, but a matter 
of our common interests: the protection 
of life against destruction and of society’s 
future against military annihilation.

Rheinmetall and other major German cor-
porations are earning billions while social 
programs are being cut. After all, Israel’s 
genocidal war is part of a broader armaments 
policy. With the €100 billion “off-budget 
fund” and the €900 billion planned by the 
CDU and SPD for the Bundeswehr (Ger-
man military), Germany is to be converted 
to a war economy.

NO ARMAMENT, NO WAR!

Starting in October 2023, Israel has been 
waging a war of annihilation in the Gaza 
Strip, which, according to official estimates, 
has claimed well over 100,000 lives - 
among them tens of thousands of children. 
UN experts, lawyers specialised in inter-
national law and genocide scholars have 
long been speaking of an ongoing genocide. 
Hospitals, schools and water facilities are 
being systematically destroyed and hu-
manitarian aid is intentionally blocked. 
All the while, the German state remains a 
political, diplomatic and military accom-
plice of Israel’s war effort: with arms ex-
ports worth almost half a billion euros, 
delivered between October 2023 and May 
2025, Germany is Israel’s 2nd largest arms 
supplier.
